Star athlete and prom king Ezra Faulkner's life is irreparably transformed by a tragic
accident and the arrival of eccentric new girl Cassidy Thorpe.

Drums, Girls, & Dangerous Pie by Jordan Sonnenblick (YA FIC SON)
When his younger brother is diagnosed with leukemia, thirteen-year-old Steven tries to
deal with his complicated emotions, his school life, and his desire to support his family.

When You Were Here by Daisy Whitney (YA FIC WHI)

When his mother dies three weeks before his high school graduation, Danny goes to Tokyo,
where his mother had been going for cancer treatments, to learn about the city his mother
loved and, with the help of his friends, come to terms with her death.
